ROUTES TO THE SHOW
DIRECTIONS TO CALLAWAY GARDENS FOR RVs & ATTENDEES:

FROM ATLANTA (70 Miles): Take Interstate 85 South to Interstate 185 South (exit 21). From
Interstate 185, exit at US Hwy 27 (exit 42). Follow Hwy 27 South to Pine Mountain. In Pine
Mountain, turn right onto Hwy 354 West. Proceed to GA Hwy 18 & turn left into Callaway Gardens.

FROM COLUMBUS GA (30 Miles): Take Interstate185 North to GA Hwy 18 East (exit 34). Turn right
off Hwy 18 to the entrance of Callaway Gardens.

FROM MACON GA (80 Miles): Take US Hwy 80 West to GA Hwy 208 West to US Hwy 27 North.
Proceed through Hamilton & past the Callaway Gardens Country Store (approximately 10 min-
utes). Remain on Hwy 27 & turn left into the Callaway Gardens Hwy 27 entrance.

FROM MONTGOMERY AL (110 Miles): Take Interstate 85 to GA Hwy 18 East (exit 2). Turn right off
Hwy 18 to the entrance of Callaway Gardens.

FROM ALBANY GA (110 Miles): Take Corridor Z (GA Hwy 280) to Columbus. In Columbus take
Interstate 185 North to GA Hwy 18 East (exit 34). Turn right off Hwy 18 to the entrance of Callaway
Gardens.

FROM BIRMINGHAM AL (150 Miles): Take US Hwy 280 East to Opelika & take Interstate 85 North
to GA Hwy 18 East (exit 2). Turn right off Hwy 18 to the entrance of Callaway Gardens.

FROM TALLAHASSEE FL (200 Miles): Take US Hwy 319 North to Thomasville, then US Hwy 19 to
Albany. Preceed using directions listed above for Albany.

All dogs must be kept on a leash except when competing.

No set-ups are permittd within 10 feet of any ring.

Dogs found in an unsafe environment, distress or harm’s way (for example: left unattended on a
grooming table in a noose not attached to a safety release clip, left in a vehicle without proper
ventilation) will be removed to safety. Exposing a dog to an unsafe environment, distress or harm’s
way is considered mistreatment & subject to event our show committee. 

Exhibitors are responsible for the care of their children on the show site. 

Please follow parking instructions. Certain areas are OFF LIMITS for show parking & will be so des-
ignated.

Handicap Parking will be clearly marked & available only upon proof of a valid disabled placard or
license.

GROOMING TENT
No ex-pens are allowed under the grooming tent. Exhibitors are responsible for clean conditions in
& around their areas in the grooming, exercise & parking areas. Trash cans & dumpsters provided are
for the disposal of bagged trash only. No grooming is permitted in the restrooms or show area. The
tented areas are provided in close proximity to the rings for the comfort of our dogs. Absolutely NO
grooming in these ringside tented areas will be allowed. The areas will be strictly monitored.
